Green Wedge

If you were one of the many club members and supporters who formally objected to the proposal by Harlow Council to designate Harlow Rugby Club Ground a Green Wedge then you should have received a letter of response in the last few weeks. Following the our objections and those of all the other protesters a revised version of the Harlow Local Plan has been produced. This will be going forward eventually to a planning enquiry prior to its adoption.

In the revised plan Harlow Rugby Club is still designated a Green Wedge and therefore in  effect you objection has not been accepted. We do however have the opportunity to continue to object. We must do this, in writing to arrive before the 26th February; that is one week from today.

In the letter you received will be a form which summarises your objection. There will also be two copies of a form for you to respond, one for your records and one to send back to the Council.  What you need to do is to tick the relevant box, sign the form and return it to the Council Planning Department at the address shown on the form.

To continue with your objection to the plan you should tick either.

Written Representation if you wish to submit further evidence in writing

Or 

Appear at enquiry if you wish to attend the enquiry in person to give evidence.

You will be asked to provide any further evidence nearer to the time of the enquiry.

Under no circumstances tick the withdrawn or conditionally withdrawn boxes, this would imply your acceptance of the plan.

When we know the date of the enquiry we will send further advice about how to make your objection as effective as possible.
